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The tourism industry in TNQ has welcomed today’s announcement that Tourism 
Australia will invest with TTNQ in marketing campaigns in Japan, China and New

• Marketing to convert demand from seven regional cities in Japan, to support 
increased Continental services between Guam and Cairns. 

• An extension of holiday season charters in the China market beyond Chinese 
New Year. 

• A consumer campaign to support the Air New Zealand and Pacific Blue services 
from Auckland to Cairns. 

• A campaign to promote Cairns within Australia, as a meeting destination. 
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
